At the Monday night class we were discussing Rudolph
The Red Nosed Reindeer and everyone determined that it
was written by Gene Autry and that he also wrote Frosty
the Snowman. | looked it up and it is not true.

Rudolph The Red Nosed Reindeer was written by
Johnny Marks, words and music.

The statistics are staggering: more than 140 million
recordings by 500 different performers and 7 million cop-
ies of sheet music, not to mention toys, clothing, watches,
all bearing the image of a shiny-nosed deer. The cause of
it all? Rudolph the Red-Nosed Reindeer by Johnny
Marks, one of the most successful songs of all time.
Cowboy star Gene Autry introduced "Rudolph” at Madi-
son Square Garden in New York City in 1949. His re-
cording has since sold more than 12 of those 140 million
recordings, a half-million in 1980 alone - making it the
second biggest selling recording after Bing Crosby's ver-
sion of "White Christmas." Rudolph has inspired several
television specials, and the little reindeer is still a popular
favorite every Christmas, joining Dasher, Dancer,
Prancer, Vixen, Comet, Cupid, Donner and Blitzen on
Santa's Sleigh.

Frosty The Snow Man was written, words and music by
Steve Nelson and Jack Rollins. introduced in 1951.

Here Comes Santa Claus was written, words and mu-
sic by Gene Autry and Oakley Haldeman, and was intro-
duced in 1947.
